Title: How much do we know of God the Father ? 

Text: Gen. 1:1 NIV:  

The History of Creation

1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 



He is the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ: 

            The Father sent his Son: 

Jn. 3:16 NIV: 

16 For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only 
Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have 
eternal life.

Jn. 6:57 NIV: 

57 Just as the living Father sent me and I live because of the 
Father, so the one who feeds on me will live because of me.



Jn. 8:16 NIV: 

16 But if I do judge, my decisions are true, because I am not 
alone. I stand with the Father, who sent me.

Jn. 8:18 NIV: 

18 I am one who testifies for myself; my other witness is the 
Father, who sent me."

Jn. 12:49 NIV:  

49 For I did not speak on my own, but the Father who sent me 
commanded me to say all that I have spoken.

Jn. 20:21 NIV:  

21 Again Jesus said, "Peace be with you! As the Father has 
sent me, I am sending you."

Gal. 4:4 NIV: 

4 But when the set time had fully come, God sent his Son, born 
of a woman, born under the law,

1 Jn. 4:14 NIV:

14 And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent his 
Son to be the Savior of the world.



The Father commanded the Angels to worship HIM: 

 

Lk. 2:8-15 NIV: 

8 And there were shepherds living out in the fields nearby, 
keeping watch over their flocks at night.

9 An angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the 
Lord shone around them, and they were terrified.

10 But the angel said to them, "Do not be afraid. I bring you 
good news that will cause great joy for all the people.

11Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you; he 
is the Messiah, the Lord.



12 This will be a sign to you: You will find a baby wrapped in 
cloths and lying in a manger."

13 Suddenly a great company of the heavenly host appeared 
with the angel, praising God and saying,

14 "Glory to God in the highest heaven, and on earth peace to 
those on whom his favor rests."

15 When the angels had left them and gone into heaven, the 
shepherds said to one another, "Let's go to Bethlehem and see 
this thing that has happened, which the Lord has told us about."


Heb. 1:5-6 NIV:  

The Son Superior to Angels 

5 For to which of the angels did God ever say, "You are my Son; 
today I have become your Father"? Or again, "I will be his 
Father, and he will be my Son"?

6 And again, when God brings his firstborn into the world, he 
says, "Let all God's angels worship him."



The Father Sealed his Son: 
Jn. 6:27 NIV: 

27 Do not work for food that spoils, but for food that endures to 
eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you. For on him God the 
Father has placed his seal of approval."

HE honored and (and honors) his SON: 

Jn. 8:54 NIV:  

54 Jesus replied, "If I glorify myself, my glory means nothing. My 
Father, whom you claim as your God, is the one who glorifies me.



HE bore Witness to his SON: 

Jn. 8:18 NIV:  

18 I am one who testifies for myself; my other witness is the Father, 
who sent me.”

HE Loved ( and Loves) his Son.

Jn. 10:17 NIV: 

17The reason my Father loves me is that I lay down my life only to 
take it up again.

HE glorified his Son. 

Jn. 12:27-28 NIV: 

27 "Now my soul is troubled, and what shall I say? 'Father, save 
me from this hour'? No, it was for this very reason I came to this 
hour.

28 Father, glorify your name!" Then a voice came from heaven, 
"I have glorified it, and will glorify it again."



Jn. 17:1, 5 NIV:  

Jesus Prays to Be Glorified

1 After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: 
"Father, the hour has come. Glorify your Son, that your Son 
may glorify you.

5 And now, Father, glorify me in your presence with the glory I 
had with you before the world began.

HE taught his SON: 

Jn. 8:28 NIV: 

28 So Jesus said, "When you have lifted up the Son of Man, 
then you will know that I am he and that I do nothing on my own 
but speak just what the Father has taught me.

HE anointed his Son: 

Lk. 4:16-21NIV:  

16 He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on 
the Sabbath day he went into the synagogue, as was his 
custom. He stood up to read,

17 and the scroll of the prophet Isaiah was handed to him. 
Unrolling it, he found the place where it is written:



18 "The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed 
me to proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to 
proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the 
blind, to set the oppressed free,

19 to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor."

20 Then he rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant 
and sat down. The eyes of everyone in the synagogue were 
fastened on him.

21He began by saying to them, "Today this scripture is fulfilled 
in your hearing."

Jn. 3:34 NIV: 

34For the one whom God has sent speaks the words of God, 
for God gives the Spirit without limit.

HE delighted in his Son: 

Isa. 42:1 NIV: 

The Servant of the Lord

1"Here is my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen one in whom I 
delight; I will put my Spirit on him, and he will bring justice to the 
nations.



Mt. 3:17 NIV: 

17 And a voice from heaven said, "This is my Son, whom I love; 
with him I am well pleased."

Mt. 17:5 NIV: 

5 While he was still speaking, a bright cloud covered them, and 
a voice from the cloud said, "This is my Son, whom I love; with 
him I am well pleased. Listen to him!"

2 Pet. 1:17 NIV:  

17 He received honor and glory from God the Father when the 
voice came to him from the Majestic Glory, saying, "This is my 
Son, whom I love; with him I am well pleased."

HE listened to his Son: 

Mt. 26:52-53 NIV: 

53 Do you think I cannot call on my Father, and he will at once 
put at my disposal more than twelve legions of angels?

Jn. 11:41-42 NIV: 

41 So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and 
said, "Father, I thank you that you have heard me.



42 I knew that you always hear me, but I said this for the benefit 
of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent 
me."

Jn. 12:27-28 NIV:  

27 "Now my soul is troubled, and what shall I say? 'Father, save 
me from this hour'? No, it was for this very reason I came to this 
hour.

28 Father, glorify your name!" Then a voice came from heaven, 
"I have glorified it, and will glorify it again."

HE offered his Son:  

Jn.18:11 NIV: 

11Jesus commanded Peter, "Put your sword away! Shall I 
not drink the cup the Father has given me?"

Rom. 8:32 NIV: 

32He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all 
how will he not also, along with him, graciously give us all 
things?



1 Jn. 4:9-10 NIV: 

9 This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one 
and only Son into the world that we might live through him.

10 This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and 
sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins.

HE was totally satisfied by his Son: 

Jn. 8:29 NIV: 

29 The one who sent me is with me; he has not left me alone, 
for I always do what pleases him."

HE raised his Son: 

Gal. 1:1 NIV: 

1 Paul, an apostle sent not from men nor by a man, but by 
Jesus Christ and God the Father, who raised him from the dead

Eph. 1:20 NIV: 

20 he exerted when he raised Christ from the dead and seated 
him at his right hand in the heavenly realms,



HE exalts his Son: 

Eph. 1:21 NIV:  

21 far above all rule and authority, power and dominion, and 
every name that is invoked, not only in the present age but also 
in the one to come.

Phil. 2:9-11 NIV: 

9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him 
the name that is above every name,

10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven 
and on earth and under the earth,

11and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, to 
the glory of God the Father.

HE makes his Son head of the church:

Eph. 1:22 NIV:  

22And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him 
to be head over everything for the church,



HE commits judgment unto his Son: 

Jn. 3:35 NIV: 

35 The Father loves the Son and has placed everything in his 
hands.

Jn. 5:22, 27 NIV:  

22 that all may honor the Son just as they honor the Father. 
Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor the Father, 
who sent him.

27 "Do not be amazed at this, for a time is coming when all 
who are in their graves will hear his voice



How do I ask Jesus to come into my life?
